ULSTER BRANCH BADMINTON UNION  OF IRELAND

JUVENILE LEAGUES - PLAYING RULES 2009/10
1. The leagues shall be open to all affiliated clubs in the Ulster Branch BUI. Affiliated clubs from other Branches may be accepted subject to the approval of the respective Branches.

2. The team entry fee shall be agreed at the AGM and returned with the Entry Form which shall include the names and birth years of all the players it is intended to use on that team.  For teams involving singles the list shall be in order of merit as singles players and this must be the playing order in all matches.

3. A player registered for a team may never play for a lower team.

4. A player may play for a higher team without this affecting his/her availability for his/her own team.

5. A player may not play for more than one club in any of the Leagues in any one season.

6. A team breaking Rules 3, 4, or 5 shall be penalised as follows:

All games in which the illegal player participated and all games below these in order of merit shall be awarded to the opposing team.

7. Teams who fail to turn up for a match shall forfeit the match and pay the match fees of both teams and the travel costs of their opponents.

8. For the Under-17 mixed  matches each team shall consist of two boys and two girls under the appropriate age on 1 January of the current year. The match consists of one boys singles, one girls singles, one boys doubles, one girls doubles and one mixed doubles. No player may play in more than two events. 

9. For the Under-17, Under-15, Under-13 and Under-11 matches there shall be separate leagues for girls and boys under the appropriate age on 1 January of the current year.  Each team shall consist of four players playing four singles - in order of merit as registered - and two doubles - in order of merit. 

10. Each game in the doubles matches and singles matches consists of three sets of twenty-one points with a point every rally according to the new IBF Rules. 
11. The match dates and times shall be arranged by the League Match Secretary and cannot be altered unless in exceptional circumstances.

12. The matches will be played on two courts and a  match fee per team must be paid to the League Match Secretary before the first match is played.

13. One point is awarded for each game won ie, 5 points are available for each under-17 mixed  match and 6 points for the other matches.
