I enclose the League Entry Form and playing rules. Would you please return  this to me with a cheque for £25 per team,  made out to the ” Ulster League”.  Your player’s  registration number for this year will be the same as last year so please fill it in.  
Match Fees.  The match fees are unchanged at £24 per team per match i.e. £3.00 per player.
Please note that their BI Registration Number must be recorded against each player.  This number is mandatory in all BI and UBBI competitions since it denotes that the player is affiliated and fully insured.
You will be receiving Affiliation paperwork from the Badminton Ireland office in Dublin, and you must return the form and money to Dublin by 31 October. The club fee covers your juvenile club also.   You should not wait until all members are known as some players may join you late and these can be returned separately then.

Divisions 1 to 6  have been constant for some years on Mondays & Wednesdays. Divisions 7 to 8 will be either Wednesdays or Thursdays  (starting 8th Oct. if  required) and  if  some clubs have a strong preference a choice may be  possible. Please let us know and we will try and accomodate.
Please return the Forms by the 21st September at the latest to give us as much time as possible to make up the divisions.

We will be holding our cup competition at the end of the league programme. In this, the top team in a division will play in a knock-out cup with the teams in the next higher division. Details later.

 We have decided to specify Yonex AS 30 shuttles again this year and only these may be used in feather shuttle matches and the price will be the same as that at the end of last season  per dozen.  As usual you can provide the shuttles yourself or buy them at reception either by cash or by signing for them and paying later when billed.

Divisions 1 to 5 will use feathers and Divisions 6 and below will use either feathers or Mavis 300 depending on how the teams vote. In the case of a tied vote in a Division, feathers will be used.  I have been told the Mavis 300 remain at £7.50 per half dozen.

On each night the teams should report at 7.45 for an 8.00 start.  If courts are available earlier then the match may start early and if extra courts become available later near the end then matches may use them.

After the matches all players (18 years old and over) are welcome to have a drink and a chat in the Racquets Club lounge.

Juvenile League.

Bob will be looking after the Junenile League and shall be writing to last years entrants as usual but I feel I should let all  clubs know that we have space for more teams on Saturday afternoons.  For the Under-11's, 13's, 15’s and 17’s each team is four boys or four girls playing four singles and two doubles. For the Under-17's only they are two boys and two girls playing one of each singles, one of each doubles and one mixed.
Under-11 are those born in 2001 or later and so on. It should be noted that there are only 3, 4 or 5 matches in each Division and all matches are played on Saturday afternoons on two courts in the Lisburn Racquets Club and take only one hour on average.
